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SUBJECT:  THESIS TOPIC FROM COMMARFORPAC G6

ISSUE:    Analyze and compare the various command and control systems being fielded that are associated with the Command Center.  Compare specific models and provide a recommendation for further acquisition planning.

FACTS:

1.  The Marine Corps has several official and unofficial programs to meet the operational requirements associated with a unit’s deployed command center.

2.  These programs include the Joint Enhanced Core Communication System (JECCS), the AN/MSQ-126 V(3) (MSQ-126), the Unit Operations Center (UOC), Tactical Data Network (TDN), Digital Techcon (DTC), Common Aviation Command and Control System (CAC2S) and others.  

3.  Units often fund these requirements out of Operations and Maintenance (O&M) budgets while waiting for these systems to be fielded.

4.   Command Centers include, by their nature, the Radio Frequency (RF) communication path, the switching and multiplexing interchange (techcon), the equipment and peripherals, and the ancillary equipment (shelters, generators, vehicles, etc.) to “house” the command system.

5.   Provide a analysis of the capabilities of each current and proposed system, and develop an approach to meet USMC requirement from the Battalion to the Component for deployed Command Center acquisition, based on the findings.

APPROACH:

1.  Should consider the current and projected operating forces requirements.

2.  Should consider the sunk costs existing systems.

3.  Should include pro and con analysis of options.

4.  Should include human systems interfaces and support requirements.
