PME REQUIREMENTS FOR CAPTAIN AND CWO3 

MCO P1553.4A (PME) The PME REQUIREMENT for Captains is: "Attend AWS, CCSC, or an equivalent career level school in residence OR complete the AWS Distance Education Program (AWSDEP)." The AWSDEP is the "Keystone PME" to prepare company-grade officers to lead the Marine Corps into the 21st century.  It is divided into two phases, MCI 8510 and MCI 8600. Those completing PME requirements through DEP, must complete both phases. Completion of MCI 8510 (Phase I) is required for those who attend another service CLS.  

All Captain selects must enroll in AWS Phase I (MCI 8510) within 30 days of selection.

The PME REQUIREMENT for CWO3 is to complete AWSDEP Phase I. 

Lieutenants may enroll in the AWSDEP Phase One 8510.
